Participants to the event will hear from experts in the field of incarceration, prison reform and construction, and
alternatives to confinement, as well as from an Indigenous political leader. “The recent public engagement session
hosted by the Ministry of the Solicitor General provided one view of the issue. We think it is important for people
to hear from other voices on this matter”, stated Victor Lachance, a CAPP member who will be moderating the
event. Participants will also learn about innovative ideas for preserving the targeted farmland. “Our goal is to
emphasize a positive vision for the future of Kemptville and North Grenville”, added Lachance.
